
The Roles of the Holy Spirit

Helper and Comforter

John 14:26 – The Spirit strengthens, guides, and encourages.
2 Corinthians 1:3-4 – God comforts us in all our troubles so we can comfort others.
Psalm 34:18 – The Lord is near to the brokenhearted.
Psalm 46:1 – God is our refuge and strength, an ever-present help in trouble.

Teacher and Guide into Truth

John 16:13 – He teaches and leads us into God’s truth.
1 Corinthians 2:13 – We speak spiritual truths taught by the Spirit.

Convicts of Sin, Righteousness, and Judgment

John 16:8 – He reveals our need for Christ.

Indwells Believers

1 Corinthians 3:16 – Our bodies are His temple.
1 Corinthians 6:19 – Your body is a temple of the Holy Spirit.
Romans 8:9-11 – The Spirit of God lives in you and gives life.
1 John 4:13 – We know we live in Him because He gave us His Spirit.

Empowers for Witness and Mission

Acts 1:8 – He gives boldness to share the gospel.
John 15:26-27 – The Spirit testifies about Christ, and so do we.
Romans 15:19 – By the power of the Spirit, the gospel is fully proclaimed.

Produces Fruit (Christlike Character)

Galatians 5:22–23 – The Spirit forms love, joy, peace, patience, kindness, goodness, faithfulness,
gentleness, and self-control in us.

Gives Spiritual Gifts

1 Corinthians 12:4 – He equips us to build up the church.
Romans 12:6-8 – We have different gifts, according to the grace given us.

Leads and Directs Believers

Romans 8:14 – God’s children are led by His Spirit.

Assures Salvation

Romans 8:16 – He confirms we are children of God.
Ephesians 1:13-14 – We are sealed with the Spirit as a guarantee of our inheritance.

Intercedes in Prayer

Romans 8:26 – The Spirit prays for us when we don’t know how.
